The 3rd Leukemia Cup is coming up fast so get your team together! Beginning at 12 noon May

24, competitors will begin racing laps on the one-mile course, battling for top honors in this true

test of both speed and endurance. Racers will compete through the afternoon, evening, night and
morning- right on to the finish at 12 noon the following day.

To date, LYC has raised nearly $20,000 for the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society and has shown
the enduring spirit of LYC sailors who have logged nearly 1000 miles sailed! All types of boats
compete against each other using a modified Portsmouth handicap system,
allowing all teams to compete for the title. However, if 3 or more boats of the same class start,

separate class awards will be given in addition to the overall standings.

Teams can switch crew; sails, etc. (everything but the hull) as often as they like, but these pit
stops will eat into your lap time, so plan them carefully. Fleets are encouraged to pick their
fastest boat and split up the sailing between 4-6 crews. You may also test your own personal
endurance and sail 24 hours with a single crew.

There is great on-shore entertainment and food at the clubhouse when not on the water. City

Barbeque will cater dinner on Saturday night at 7 PM and at midnight pizza will be supplied for

competitors. Camping is available if your team wants to set up base camp at the club, and the
clubhouse has full bath and kitchen facilities for everyoneQOs use.

Repair work on the FJ's is
almost complete! Except for a
short break at Christmas, a
group of dedicated 'Lippers
descended upon McRace Inc.
All Fiberglass and Marine,
twice a week to repair the club
FJ's. Once the rub rails were
removed, it was discovered
that all of the boats had
problems at the deck/hull
seam. In addition, each boat
also sported its own unique
problems.

In addition, the rudders,
centerboards and tillers all
egded at least some repair.
ed in gloves, dust masks,
respirators, smocks and
coveralls, we sanded,
Dremeled, fiber glassed and
painted. Several of the Junior
sailors also took time out of

resin or Cabasil, or to
fiberglass. There were so many
new and exciting "firsts" that |
finally just sat down and made
myself a list of everything new

| had learned.

And, it is worth noting that
although the boats were badly
in need of repair, we could go
scarcely a foot on any one boat
without running into a

previous repair made by Bob
France when he had the
Learn2Sail program -- he
certainly put a lot of work into
those boats!

Although we found it much
easier to take the old rub rails
off, than to put the new ones
back on, most of the work is
done. (Fundraising efforts
continue, to replace the sheets,
and then we will address the
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issue of sails and possibly
adding new boats to the fleet.)
The new OH numbers and
registration stickers still need
to go on, and since many of the
HIN and OH numbers are just
one number apart, | made a
colored-coded list in 22 pt type
to make sure we put them back
on the correct boats!

It won't be long before our
well-loved FJ's are back home
at LYC, waiting for our next
class of newbie sailors. Be sure
to check them out -- they look
pretty snazzy all lined up, side-
by-side, with a red stripe down

1. Never touch your hair while using fi
berglass resin. Doing so requires an

immediate trip to a hair salon.

2. "Mud" is not something you get by
mixing water with dirt. (It's gray

Using a heat gun can speed up the
curing of fiberglass resin. Using a heat
gun can cause the same to smoke and
burst into flame.

"Kicking" is not something you do

with your foot. (It's what fiberglass




resin does when it cures and gets
hard.)

6. Depending on room temperature, fi
berglass takes about 20 minutes to
kick, gel coat about an hour.

7. Use #7 grit sandpaper for sanding, #5
for finishing. But #7 is way better.

8. Most things used during boat repair
(especially fiberglass resin) will not
come out of your clothing.

9. Earrings should not be worn when
wearing a respirator.

10. Any earring lost in a boat repair shop
will be stepped on, resined, muddied,
fiber glassed, squashed, or otherwise
lost forever.

11. Wipe everything off with acetone-be
fore you paint it.

12. Acetone will remove nail polish. And
skin too.

13. Alittle gel coat goes a long way.

14. A little fiberglass can cover up a lot of
sins.

15. Always try to get the good sander --
and then hoard it.

16. (S) he who has the extension cord has
all the power.

17. Sanding residue in your coffee tastes
really bad.

18. Sanding residue in your contact lens is
really bad.

19. Bob France sure did a lot of work on
those boats when he had the program.

20. Fiberglass resin really stinks.

21. If your clothes smell of fiberglass
resin, then your car will too -- for at
least a week.

22. An air compressor does a great job
blowing sanding residue off your
clothes.

23. Using an air compressor to blow off
your clothes does not mean you are
full of wind.

24. Centerboards sure are white once you
sand all the river muck off of them.

25. #5 sandpaper does not work on river
muck, use #7. It's way better.

26. Always write down the OH numbers
before you sand them off the boat.

27. It's better to just go ahead and pay the
registration sticker replacement fee
than to try to peel it off the boat to
save. It's only 3 bucks, so just cough it
up.

28. Never sand a boat next to someone
who is painting his or hers.

29. And, never paint a boat next to seme
one who is sanding his or hers.

30. Never sand a boat and then go to choir
practice -- you'll sound like a frog and
just embarrass yourself.

31. An old high school graduation gown
makes a pretty good smock when
sanding.

32. Never let go of a power sander when
it is still running.

33. Earplugs are pretty handy when 5
power sanders are all running at once.

34. Red is left, green is right. Remember
that when painting green & red stripes
on the port and starboard sides of the
boat.

35. Boat paint is very expensive.

36. If Joe McHenry is talking, stop and
listen to him. He knows a lot of stuff.
37. Port is still port, even when the boat is
flipped upside down. Joe McHenry is
just pulling your leg when he tries to

tell you differently, so don't listen to
that part.

38. If it's wet, don't touch it. If you're not
sure, don't touch it. If it's not your
own project, don't touch it.

39. A drill press is a wonderful thing, and
will quickly drill through metal.




40. Quickly drilling through metal gener

ates great heat. Wear gloves.

Addendum to Club Sailing Instructions

Please note the addendum to the LYC Sailing Instructions submitted by 2008 Race & Safety Chair Bob Fra

approved by the LYC fleet captains.

LYC Sailing Instructions Addendum, 4/20/2008

5.1 Red or green placards mounted on one or both sides of the RC barge will indicate the order

of marks to be rounded. Red will signify marks left to port and green will signify marks to
starboard.

Numbered yellow placard(s) will indicate the number of laps.

A temporary mark will be an orange inflatable ball. Only one temporary mark will be util
ized per course.

The starting line will be between the windsock pole on the RC barge and an adjacent club
mark, temporary mark, or portable mark with red flag.

Placard FC will indicate that the finish will be between marks E and W. Placard FW will
indicate that the finish line be set to windward of the final turning mark. For FW finishes
the line will be between the RC barge windsock pole and an adjacent mark or between a
flagpole on a safety boat and an adjacent mark.

Any changes to these instructions will be made in writing, that day, on the club chalk board
and announced before the warning of the first fleet.

The time limit for each fleet in the regular series, holiday series and handicap series race is
70 minutes.

Once youOve fig
ured out that your race
will go well beyond the
desired length, what do
you do to correctly
shorten the course? The
brief answer is to send

a safety/crash boat to
drop anchor and set a
finish line at a mark of
the course, and then
display the S flag
(white with a blue rec
tangle in the center)




and make two sounds.
The finish line is be
tween the staff of the S
flag and the mark. This
must be done before
the first boat of a fleet
finishes, of course.

Our usual method of
taking away one of the
rounds and finishing at
the starting line or club
finish to shorten is in
correct. According to
rule 32, RRS, the finish
line must be at a mark
of the course.

Why so? [tOs impossi
ble to miss being nati
fied of the course
change if it is made at a
mark that you must
round. Here is an ex
ample of how to
shorten: LetOs say the
courseis 1, 4, 3, (2),
FC. For the uninitiated,
this means sail upwind
to Mark 1, then down
wind to Mark 4, reach
to Mark 3, twice
around, and then finish
between the East and
West buoys in front of
the club (club finish).
To properly

shorten, you have to
either set the finish line
at Mark 1, Mark 4, or
Mark 3. You canOt use
the East/West buoys as
part of the finish line

because you donOt have
to sail between them as
part of the course.

Shortening a course can
also be done due to no
wind or other weather
issues. Knowing how

to shorten a course €n
sures have the best
races ever.
