Last month, Bob Schneider
and I met with representatives
of the Ohio EPA, the city of
Columbus and the village of
Shawnee Hills to discuss
wastewater. OK, not the most
exciting topic, but one that has
serious implications for LYC.
Ohio EPA has ordered the city
to connect the club to the
sewer system that exists in the
village, and which ties in

we hope they will be minimal.
Another issue is that LYC is in
an unincorporated area, but
with the sewer connection, the
village may annex club and
city property into the village. I
do not know what the

the sewer. The city will pay
the estimated $20,000 for

the construction and
connection, and they claim
these costs will not be passed
on to us. However, other costs
will be assessed. Monthly sewer
fees based on usage will be
charged, as will monthly village

debt reduction fees (cost to
LYC). Shawnee Hills borrowed
money to build their sewer
system so even when the club is
shut down for the winter, we
will have to pay the debt
reduction fee (I think it is
almost $30 per month). LYC
will also have to pay to take the
existing septic system out of
service (several thousand
dollars). Some disruption to

implications are of that, but
the issue has been raised. I will
report on new developments as

they occur.

On another note, the
clubhouse has recently been
rented several times for private
parties. This has been great;
club members should take
advantage of their right to use
the facilities. I just want to
mention several issues with the
use of the property for private
parties...Please keep in mind
that LYC is first and foremost a
sailing club. Members sail
whenever they like and are not
excluded when a party is
scheduled. This means that

sailors will use the restrooms
and other facilities as they
need, even when a party is in
progress. The kitchen and
main hall are reserved for
private parties, but some
potential interactions are likely.
Also, when closing up after a
party, the hosts are
required to gather all trash
and take it out to the
dumpster. Please do not
leave trash cans full.
Guidelines for use of the
clubhouse for private
parties are listed in the
member directory published
and distributed each year.

And, as we approach Docks
Out the first Saturday in
November, LYC needs all of
you to be on hand to volunteer
to take care of the many tasks
required to winterize the
facilities. Please plan on being
at the club on November 1 to

pitch in.

2008 RECYCLING REPORT FROM DAVE & SHEILA SEIFERT

As of September 28, LYC has collected 1048 gallons (approximately 5 cubic yards) of recycled materials
which means we have kept that much material out of our dumpster and in turn out of the landfill.
